I have read your question and the posts in response with interest.

I believe your statement “one of them said that the nation would be witnessed to, and everyone would know about God before going to heaven” probably relates to the verse in Matt 24:14 “And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in the whole world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.”
You then ask two variations of the same question.
“Will they have a choice?”

“Will they be able to accept God into their hearts before its too late?”

The answer to this to my mind is that everyone who hears the gospel will definitely have an opportunity to accept Jesus as Lord and Saviour in their lives for to truly hear the gospel is to have the demand made of you, “what will you do with Christ?”
This though begs the question “How will a person who has never heard the gospel be judged?  Liliangel it seems to me that this may be the basis of your concern and really that concern is understandable because on the answer to this hangs the fate of literally millions of people.

I believe the answer in part is found in a passage mentioned in a post by Leviticus. 

Rom 12:2 All who sin apart from the law will also perish apart from the law, and all who sin under the law will be judged by the law. 13For it is not those who hear the law who are righteous in God’s sight, but it is those who obey the law who will be declared righteous. 16This will take place on the day when God will judge men’s secrets through Jesus Christ, as my gospel declares.14(Indeed, when Gentiles, who do not have the law, do by nature things required by the law, they are a law for themselves, even though they do not have the law, 15since they show that the requirements of the law are written on their hearts, their consciences also bearing witness, and their thoughts now accusing, now even defending them.) 

I have changed the order of verses as it helps in the understanding of the passage (I got the idea to do so from William Barkley)

What this passage is telling us is that God will judge those who have never heard the gospel on their response to his law which has been written in the heart of all mankind.  Our conscience is a God given gift.  The person far removed in time and means from receiving the written revelation of God will be accountable to God based on their life of obedience or otherwise to the law of God written on every human heart.
No one is perfect or able to keep the whole law of God, but if a person outside the influence of the Gospel is sorry for some transgression of the law written on their hearts, I believe God is just.
Not only is God just but he is God.  Really he can do what he likes.  Fortunately his word tells us that “…He is not wanting anyone to perish…” (2 Peter 3:9) and this is shown by him giving mankind in the first instance, the opportunity to respond to him through obedience to their conscience.
There is one other question that arises out of this and that is, “If God will judge those who have not heard the gospel by their response to his law written in their hearts, why then should we preach it?”

There are three reasons I can think of.

1) God commanded us to do so. (Mk 16:15)

2) Only Jesus can truly set free. (Lk 4:18, Ac 10:38)

3) Only when it has been done that Jesus will return. (Matt 24:13)
